Evaluators Guide

The main task of the scientific evaluator is to read the research that is
within his scientific specialization very carefully and evaluate it according
to academic scientific perspectives that are not subject to any personal
optnions, and then to confirm his constructive and honest observations
about the research being sent to him.

Before the evaluation process. the evaluator is asked to confirm
whether the research being sent is within his or her scientific specialization
or not. If yes. then. does the evaluator have enough time to complete the
evaluation process? The evaluation process should not exceed ten days.

After the evaluator approves the evaluation process and completes it
during the specified period. he has to carry out the evaluation process
according to the following criteria:

1. Is the research genuine and important to the extent that it should be
published in the magazine?

2. Whether the research is consistent with the general policy of the
magazine and the publishing rules therein.

3. Is the topic of research exhausted in previous studies? If yes. please
indicate those studies.

4. The applicability of the search title to the search itself and its
contendt.

5. A statement as to whether the abstract of the research clearly
describes the content and idea of the research.

6. Does the introduction of the research accurately describe what the
author wants to state and clarify? Does the author explain the problem
he is studying?

7. Discussing the author's findings in a scientific and convincing
manner.

8. The evaluation process must be conducted in a confidential
manner, and the author should not be aware of any aspect of it.

9. If the evaluator wishes to discuss the research with another, the
editor shall be notified accordingly.

10. There should be no direct communication and discussion between
the evaluator and the author. and the evaluator's observations should be
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Publishing Policy:

1. The (al-Muhaqiq) magazine is issued three times a year by the al-Alama
al-Hilly Center affiliated with the Imam Hussein Holy Shrine.
