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Tell Al-A’ilij in Samarra and Cremation
of Emperor Julian’s Body

Abstract:

Samarra is an ancient city in its ancient history and Islamic one, and is a holy

place where imams’ shrines (PBUT) are there. sacred city. It has Imams garages,
and it is known since the metallic Stone Age. The Archeological excavations
have proved its long history not only in terms of archeological remains found
in Tel Al-swan and other sites. But its named was inscriped in Assyrian texts
in the name of (URU Su-ur-mar-ra-a-te) elsewhere called (Smmurim) or (Su-
ur-ma-ta), which is very close to Samarras name. During Julian’s the apostate
campaign where killed in, it was called (Sumere), which is similar to Samarras
present name. Roman writers have no idea about Samarra because they were
familiar with the Euphrates way more than Tigiris. But Samarra became Emperor
Julian’s way of withdrawal, where he was killed in combat with the Sasanian
army. Therefore, Samarra entered the Roman books in addition to its ancient

Islamic history.
